3. Principal’s Report 

a. Science Night will be this evening.  Why Hands On Science?  Mr. Bullock explained that this approach will allow for more interaction and real life learning experiences.  In addition to science, there will be performances from Dance, Band and Chorus. The students will also receive extra credit for their attendance with a parent. 
b. The Walker Wildcats Holiday show will be December 19th, 2018.  
c. Walker will be providing toys for the students and families at Walker once again this year.  This year we have partnered with Mount Olive Baptist Church, The Links and our sister school Gator Run.  We plan to distribute over 800 toys. 

d. Camp Wildcat is up and running.  At the present time there are 136 students enrolled.  This does not include students participating in the Firewall tutoring program.  

i. We will invite students already here for ASP to increase the numbers. 

ii. Ms. Defoe asked about the curriculum used by Firewall and the student to teacher ratio.  It was explained that Firewall will use the same materials as Camp Wildcat and that the ratio is 4 or 5 students per tutor.
