3. Title I 
a. Mrs. Winston Reviewed the Parent Compact and Parent and Family Engagement Plan.

b. Survey Results were provided to the committee for review and input. 

c. Results which stood out: 

i. Walker received 85 % or higher for Strongly Agree and Agree for most of the questions asked on the survey. 

ii. 100 % of the parents feel respected by the school and school personnel. 

iii. 60- 65% of the parents feel that they have received information through open house. 

iv. 35- 40 % have attended 1 or more Title I meeting. 

v. 45% strongly agree about being asked advice for how their child should be taught. 
vi. 41% strongly disagree about knowledge of translators for meetings and documents. 

vii. 100% Strongly agree that the school and the teacher respond to concerns regarding their child. 

d. The group brainstormed ways in which we could improve involvement in the Title I Program. Parent and staff input on how to better improve the Title I program at Walker was addresses. 
i. Ms. Defoe shared that a lot of parents were not aware of what being a Title I school means, and the programs associated with it.  Educating the parent is the first step. Title I is about Parent Participation.

ii. Perhaps having Title I give an introduction to the program during open hour at the beginning of the year is a great way to gather all parents together and disseminate information. Have Title I, PTO, SAC and other programs meet with parents will be an asset.  

iii. Informing parents about the Title I classes and trainings can better involve the parents. 

iv. Having staggered times for meetings with food and when the students are performing can draw more parents. 
e. The Parent and Family Engagement Plan will be revised to reflect the suggestions and input of the community partners and the parents. 

4. School Wide Positive Behavior Plan: 

a. Presented by Jacqueline Kawarsky and Nickole Trawick 

b. Highlighted items such as the top referral / behavior incidents. (Unruly/ disruptive behavior, disobedient / insubordinate behavior, fight/ minor altercation, defiance of authority, and disruptive/ unruly play.) 

c. It was determined that of the 818 students in the school, only about 6% or 50 students were receiving 5 + referrals. 

d. The committee was informed of proactive measures we were taking to curb these behaviors and assist these students.  

i. Mindfulness for all students

ii. SWAG mentoring 

iii. Mentoring by teachers and administration  
iv. Teacher follow up training with cultural awareness and classroom management.  

e. Ms. Defoe asked if the current number of behavior techs were enough for the school.  The committee replied yes. 

f. Ms. Defoe also asked if we were doing our best to keep the students in school so that they did not miss instruction.  She was assured that we were doing our best to keep the children in school and follow RTI protocol as well as the use of Pine Ridge as an alternative to outside suspension.  
g. The suggestion was also made that we refresh Mindfulness training Quarterly for teachers. 
5. The Arts Department: 
a. The Walker Elementary Arts Department presented requesting additional money for set design and miscellaneous expenses for The Wiz production.  

b. The team discussed that they have exhausted all funding from their Turn Around Arts budget and were left with expenses to complete the set design. 

c. An itemized list of items available at Home Depot totaled $534.54. 

d. The SAC Committee agreed unanimously to increase the amount to $650.00 from the Accountability Funds to the Arts Department for supplies for the WIZ.
6. 21st Century Summer Program 

a. June 10- July 29, 2019 

b. There are 80 spots for students, currently there are 65 signed up.

c. The first to be accepted will be students currently in 21st Century for the 2018-2019 school year. 

d. The registration will open up May 1, 2019

e. The times will be Monday – Friday 7:30AM – 6:00 PM   (Fridays will be fieldtrips) 

f. Breakfast and lunch will be served.

7. Questions and Concerns: 

a. There were several concerns and suggestions regarding the 2019- 2020 National Elementary Honor Society.

ii. Can we place quarterly dates for service projects on the calendar? 

iii. Regular meeting dates and times, perhaps after school.

iv. Fundraising activities to afford items needed for the students such as T-shirts, Buses if needed, other items wanted by the Honor Society.  One suggestion was to sell snack on the off days from PTO during Camp Wild camp.
