3. Title I – Annual Parent Meeting 
a. Mrs. Winston introduced herself as the new Title I Liaison for Walker Elementary. 

b. The purpose and the requirements for the Title I program were explained. 

c. The Every Student Succeeds Act of 2015 and SPAR (Schools Public Accountability Report) was explained in detail. 
d. Mrs. Winston explained “What is Title I and How does it work?”

e. The Parents Rights and Parents Rights to know were explained. 
f. Parent Training will be offered throughout the year. 

g. Title I offers supplemental support such as funding for Intensive Hour. 

h. The Title I funds are based on the SIP and SAC helps to determine how the funds are used. 

i. Partnering with Parents and the school will help the students succeed. 

j. Family/ Parent engagement was discussed as parent engagement is key. 

k. A list of tips was given on how to support your child’s education.  
4. ASP:

a. ASP is at full capacity of 120 students 

b. October 18 there will be a Lights on Broward event at Franklin Park for grades 3-5.

c. There are plans for activities/ programs for Winter, Black History Month and Spring.
d. Due to heightened security concerns, there is a campus monitor at the gate as long as ASP is on campus.  

e. The status of morning care is still pending. 
5. 21st Century 

a. Full to capacity of 110.  There is currently a waiting list. 

b. There will be Field Trips on Fridays. 

c. Hands on Science will take place on Mondays and Wednesdays.
d. There will be Winter Camp the week after the New Year. Dates have not been give yet.  Mr. Frye will ensure dates are given in ample time for the parents to plan accordingly.
6. Principal’s Report 

a. Due to the increase in numbers, new Kindergarten and 1st grade classes have been added. This increase of students means that the parents are confident and happy with the changes in Walker.  

b. Changes in Safety and Security as a result of the Stoneman Douglas incident:

i. Armed guard on campus during school hours.  (7:00AM- 3:30PM) 

ii. There is also a campus monitor which is shared from the Old Dillard Museum. 

iii. The gates of the school are locked from 9:00AM- 1:30PM. Visitors must call the school or alert the campus monitor for the gates to be opened.  

iv. There is a new project which will extend the interior gate.   This will extend to include the front office doors.  The project is projected to be completed by the end of the 2018- 2019 school year.    

v. Mr. Bullock explained the politics behind the school security vs. and SRO as utilized by other schools.  Fort Lauderdale does not have SRO officers.  There are contract negotiations to provide the officers, however, it is not guaranteed that it will be the same officer on campus every day.  It is important to also have a person who will be familiar with the school, the staff and the students.  Our recent staffing addition can provide that measure of security plus will be a consistent presence. 

c. Family Nights and Academic Nights

i. October 30 – Batty Bingo 

ii. November 7 – Kindergarten – First  Grade Academic Night 

iii. November 14- Second and Third Grade Academic Nights

iv. November  28- Fourth and Fifth Grade Academic Nights

d. Coach Homidas is back and the students will get to have PE as a special along with our basketball team. 
e. Mrs. G. Walker and the teachers have implemented Mindfullness.  It is a program which teaches socioemotional skills to students in terms of coping skills, how to handle stress, making friends, breathing techniques when upset of stressed and bullying.  This program is a special to ensure all students benefit from it. 

f. Mr. Bullock announces that Ms. Kawarsky is our Teacher of the year and Mrs. Griffin is our Employee of the year.  

Open Agenda

1. Ms. Defoe asked about the incorporation of the Old Dillard Museum into the Walker Elementary family. The purpose of the museum is to educate not just the community, but to actively educate the students of Walker about African American history all year long through a structured curriculum and hands on projects.  The program facilitator is Mr. Parker who previous taught at Walker Elementary.  This program will serve as a special with the teacher and Mr. Parker working together to facilitate learning. There is a Unity Day scheduled October 27, 2018 with food and fun to bring the community together. 
2. The suggestion was made to sign Text Alerts as Walker Elementary as there are parent with more than one child and sometimes it is unclear which school is sending the alert.  It was also noted that these alerts help communicate to the parents about things happening in the school as well as informing them when we have Fire Drills and Code Red drills.  

3. SWAG – A mentorship program facilitated by Ms. Martin is in full swing.  

4. It was asked if the Arts Department can get donation like we get at the beginning of the year and Holiday times from various schools and community groups.  Mr. Bullock stated Yes.  In fact our Turn Around Arts Liaison Laura Glick informed him that the Broward Center for Performing Arts will be donating items and integrating arts into the classrooms.  The Broward Center donates supplies, training and also assists with sending students on trips to enrich and foster their love for the Arts. 

5. Walker Elementary will be starting its very own chapter of the National Elementary Honor Society.  Ms. Trawick, the advisor, spoke briefly about the program noting the criteria, the service hours/ programs and the distinction of being a member. 
6. Ms. Francois will be leading a competitive dance and cheerleading squad, bringing another level of excellence to Walker. 

7. Ms. Defoe reported on the SAF committee and the calendar for the 2018- 2019 school year options.
