April 30, 2019
I. Welcome: Mrs. Hunt welcomed all in attendance and distributed the agenda  

II. Reading of Minutes: The minutes from last month’s meeting were read for approval.  Ms. Fenton made the motion to accept the minutes as read and Ms. Robinson, parent seconded the motion.  Minutes were approved and accepted.

Ms. Murphy made a motion to use some of the funds for the students incentives mentioned by Mrs. Hunt and it was seconded by Ms. Fenton.

The current School-Parent Compact was also distributed.  The documents were reviewed.  The 2019/2020 School-Parent Compact was distributed and reviewed by parents and stakeholders.  Parents were given the opportunity to ask questions and make suggestions.  All approved of the 2019/2020 School-Parent Compact.

Dr. Florence thanked parents for completing the Title 1 parent survey.  She informed that the Title 1 is in the process of calculating the total number of surveys that were completed.  We are going to take a close look at the results and see how we can make some adjustments for any suggestions. 

The current Parent Family Engagement Plan was distributed along with the 2019/2020 plan.  As Both plans were reviewed.  Parents were provided the opportunity to ask questions for clarity and make suggestions for input.
