Discussion Items:
SAC Composition

· The following positions are still vacant - Innovation Zone Rep (must be a parent), SAF chairperson (must be parent), ESOL rep (must be a parent) ESE rep (must be a student an ESE student), Pre-K (teacher or parent). 

· Darren Williams was nominated as the Pre-K Parent Representative. Deputy Renard will serve as the Community Representative. There were no objections from the attendees. Ms. Tynes is reaching out to parents for the other positions.  
Principal Updates:
· FTE week is this week.  This is the week the State & District uses to determine funding and final school budget for the school year.  We are currently over projections.  Two kindergarten teachers were hired for class size compliance.

· Safety and security continues to be a priority.  All students and staff are required to wear badges.

· Homework Club will be starting at the end of the month.  Students in grades 3 -5 will be targeted/invited for extended learning opportunities.  Reading and Math will be offered.  
· The Blanche Ely/Pompano high Innovation Zone will host a Parent Evet on Oct. 25th at 8:30m.  Event will take place at Pompano Middle. A flyer will be sent home to parents.

· Ms. Mann is the new Magnet Coordinator and Team Leader. 
School Improvement Plan
· A review of the 2018/2019 SIP requirements, targets and planned activities was presented.  The goal is to improve proficiency in all content areas (Reading, math, Science).  Student proficiency is crucial as our learning gains are dependent of this.  Learning gains for students in the lowest quartile is also a priority.  

· Parents were invited to share and provide feedback. No suggestions for revisions were made and the plan was finalized and approved. 

· The SIP and Title 1 Addendum will be presented to the School Board in December for approval.

· School Wide Positive Behavior Plan – Ms. Tynes informed attendees of the importance of having a School-Wide Behavior Plan.  The purpose is to promote consistency, communicate behavior expectations, positive reinforcement, etc. in ways that are conducive to SPE’s unique student body. 

· The floor was opened for questions.  Dalai Tapper suggested developing partnerships with writers/authors in hopes of sponsorships to support the reading and writing curriculum (i.e. ELA). 

Title 1 & Title 1 Addendum
· Information from the Title 1 Addendum was reviewed. Parents made no suggestions for changes or additions. Title 1 Addendum was finalized and submitted as presented.

· Dollars from the Title 1 Budget were allocated for After School Camps; professional development; instructional materials.
