 Expectation Lesson Plan
 
	Expectation 1: Follow all directions the first time given.



	Definition  

	Students should respond to adult directions the first time given.

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Students that follow directions the first time given keep others safe and promote a compliant environment. 

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Eagle strutting while moving in line.
	Running in cafeteria and hallways.

	Remaining seated until directed to move.
	Getting up without permission.

	Cleaning up around your area

	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (3-5 sentences. Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	I do:  Teacher draws a flow map on the board or under the document camera and writes ‘ Teacher follows the principal’s directions‘ in the inside of the first box.  Next, teacher writes additional boxes that show what happens when the teacher follows directions: (students get better grades, teacher gets rewards from the principal, happier students, happier teacher etc.   – Teacher stops and discusses the cause effect relationships present when the teacher follows the principal’s directions.

We do:  Teacher draws a new map on the board and begins with ‘Students did not follow the adults’ directions in the cafeteria.’  Encourage the students to complete the remaining boxes together discussing the negative effects of not follow directions in a specific location (such as the cafeteria).  For example: child trips and drops a tray, someone injures himself or herself using a spork the wrong way etc.  – Teacher should continue to discuss cause and effect relationships throughout the lesson.

You do:  Students will partner up or work individually (or in the most appropriate manner for their grade level) to complete a flow map showing the cause and effect relationships that occur when students follow the directions the first time give.  (Teacher can assign small groups to choose different settings such as bus, hallway, auditorium, playground etc).

Expectations Lesson Plan

	Expectation 2:  Use words to communicate effectively.



	Definition

	Instead of hitting, pushing, swearing or screaming, students should discuss needs and wants using their words. 

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	When students use their words effectively, they are better prepared for social situations as they mature - both inside and outside of school. 

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Saying: “Excuse me.”
	Pushing, shoving.

	Saying: “I’m sorry.” 
	Refusing to take ownership of one’s actions.

	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	I do:  Teacher models undesired behavior that pertains to not following the expectations. (Teacher wants students to sit and take out books but doesn’t clearly state that.  Instead, teacher points, shrugs, whines etc.  Students should be confused and unable to understand what the teacher wants. 

We do:  Teacher asks students to help him or her by volunteering to demonstrate the proper way to express needs and wants using words.  Teacher encourages situations that include an apology as well.  Class should discuss the benefits of using effective communication. 

You do:  Students break into small groups and create their own 3-5 minute skits demonstrate both the desired and undesired behaviors.  Encourage various settings: cafeteria, bus, hallway, etc.

	Expectation 3: Have a positive ‘can-do’ attitude.



	Definition

	Having a positive attitude means being flexible and open to challenges and working through them in a cooperative manner. 

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Students that have a positive attitude accomplish more with less frustration and are better prepared for the subsequent years.  

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Attempting new tasks.
	Refusal to attempt new tasks.

	Remaining positive in tough situations.
	Crossing arms, stomping feet, shutting down.

	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	I do:  Teacher tells the students that he or she simply cannot teach ________ (insert relevant topic ie: fractions, subtraction etc.  and ask the kids what to do about it.  Entertain student suggestions but continue to insist you just can’t/ won’t do it.  Students should find this humorous and frustrating.  Teacher should reveal how difficult it is to achieve something when you don’t believe in yourself.

We do:  Teacher has the students choose a difficult concept in school and come up with suggestions for how the class can achieve this goal.  Focus on tying in positive attitude and believing in oneself.  

You do:  Students choose their own personal goal and create a list of ways to achieve it.  Share aloud student exemplars and highlight positive attitude as a key to being successful.

	Expectation 4:  Respect school property and the property of others.



	Definition

	Students should treat all materials, school supplies, and building property with respect, as well as show respect for the property of others.

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Students that show respect and take care of their school and school property are more likely to take better ownership in their own learning as well.

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Cleaning up when finished.
	Leaving a mess at your station, table, desk etc.

	Caring for school grounds.
	Defacing property, damaging property, leaving graffiti.

	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	I do:  Teacher makes a circle map and puts ‘respecting classroom materials’ in the center of the map.  Teacher models examples of respecting classroom materials and puts them in the rest of the circle map.  (ie: push in chairs, put garbage in the appropriate garbage cans, put caps back on markers)

We do:  Teacher makes another circle map and places ‘respecting school property’ in the center of the map.  Teacher encourages student generated examples to complete the map.  

You do:  Students create their own circle maps and place ‘respecting other peoples’ property’ in the center of the map.  Students can work independently or in groups to complete the map.  If appropriate, have students summarize their ideas about respecting property.
