RELAYS
Relays: conform to NEMA IC-1 and be heavy type, UL listed, rated at 25 Amps, 120 volts and mounted in NEMA 1 enclosures.
Grouped units may be in a common enclosure with a plywood backboard.
Relays: as manufactured by Potter & Brumfield of the type as follows:
Single Pole Double Throw  (SPDT) - #PR5AY.
Double Pole Double Throw  (DPDT) - #PR11AY.

CONTACTORS
