Why Teach Vocabulary?

There 1s a direct link from vocabulary knowledge to

comprehension of reading (Beck& McKeown)

The amount of words acquired from context depends
on the amount of text read and the ability of the child
to read 1t. (Kuhn & Stahl, 1998)

A good reader will learn up to five times more words
than a struggling reader (Kuhn & Stahl, 1998)

Culturally, vocabulary knowledge and usage 1s an

indicator of intellectual ability

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Bringing Words to Life

e The first tier consists of the most basic words —
clock, baby, happy, walk, and so on.
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e The second tier contains words that are high
frequency for the mature language users and are
found across a variety of domains.

e The third tier 1s made up of words whose frequency
of use 1s quite low and often limited to specific
domains.
