	Definition  

	Students will demonstrate kindness in their words and actions

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Students who are kind to one another and to the adults around them are better able to avoid conflict

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”

	Leaving garbage on the table

	Using good manners
	Making negative comments

	Definition

	Admiring someone or something that is good, valuable, or important.  

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Respectful environments prevent barriers to student achievement.

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Keep our areas clean
	Leaving a mess

	Walk in line order
	Pushing to get a particular place in line

	Allow others to have personal space
	Getting too close to others

	Expectation 3:  Exercising self-control



	Definition

	The ability to control oneself, particularly one’s emotions and expression of anger or frustration.

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Self-control is necessary when working with others

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Providing others with personal space
	Touching others

	Using quiet voices
	Yelling

	Staying in assigned areas
	Moving about the room without permission

	Expectation 4:  Resolve conflicts peacefully



	Definition

	Reconciling any differences or conflicts in a peaceful way.  

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	With a diverse population, conflict is inevitable.  Students must learn to resolve conflicts without resorting to physical altercations

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Walk away and alert a teacher BEFORE reacting to a negative situation
	Handling difficult situations alone or by gathering other friends for support AGAINST another

	Seek adult assistance when necessary
	Taking matters to a physical level

	Apologize when you do something wrong
	Staying angry 

	Resources used to teach this Lesson Plan (specific websites, curriculum, programs, etc.):

	“Conflict resolution” session via virtual learning, Safety Matters program


	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	Teachers and leadership team will select a group of students to serve as peer advisors.  These students will be taught methods for deescalating a situation and will share this with other students who are experiencing challenges.
