	Expectation 1:   Be on time


	Definition

	Punctual. Being on time.  

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Punctuality communicates dedication, interest and responsibility.  When students are punctual the classroom operates more efficiently as a whole.  Class starts on time.  

	Positive Examples: “Looks Like”
	Non-examples

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Reporting directly to your next location
	Stopping to chat with friends during class time

	Prepare the night before for school
	Waiting until the morning to pack your lunch/backpack

	Submitting assignments on or before the deadline
	Turning in work late

	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (3-5 sentences. Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	1.  Warm Up & Report Out:  Have your parents/guardians ever been late to an important event in your life?  How did you fell? OR  Have you ever been late for an important event in your life?  How did you feel?
2. Have students read the blog articles part 1.  As the read complete a T-chart on the implications of being Punctual and being LATE.  

3. After students have read, create a class t-chart and discuss.

4. Assign students to read part 2.  Ask students to chart at least 3 reasons people are late along with with a strategy to deal with being late.  

5. After students have read, discuss.  Create a class chart of obstacles and strategies to overcome.  Make a copy to send home with students the next day.

	Definition

	Responsibility-to show accountability for one’s own actions and words, to know and follow classroom and school rules and expectations.

	Rationale for having the Expectation

	EXAMPLE: Wiping down the table after eating
	Leaving garbage on the table

	Be on time and in your assigned seat at the start of class.
	Running through the door, arriving after the bell, disrupting the beginning of class, walking around the room.

	Act responsibly: hands and feet to self, working or sitting quietly without talking out or talking to others.
	Distracting others, talking without raising hand, books in the aisle, throwing things

	Stay on task. Do the work assigned, pay attention to the instruction, and follow directions.
	Off task, talking, head down, writing notes, doing homework for another class

	Specific steps of Lesson Plan (Include lesson format, activities, and details to replicate):

	1.  Warm Up & Report Out:  Respond:  Does wearing a uniform make someone more or less responsible?  Explain your answer.
2. Broken Windows Theory PPT – Students will have the opportunity to interact and make choices as they go.  

3. Ticket Out the Door:  Students will explain via a method of their choosing (flow chart, essay, cartoon, etc.) how being in uniform sets the tone for being responsible.
