	Introduction: What is Respect?  Have students Set up KWL table

	Discussion:

	Respect is an important way of being kind and good to other people.
Respect means: 
· Being thoughtful of the consequence of your actions (prior to displaying them).

· Being kind and considerate of others.
· Not making fun of others. 

· Thinking of how somebody else feels.
· Treating people the same way you’d want to be treated yourself.


	Rationale for having the Expectation

	Our schools climate and culture have a profound impact on student behavior and growth, a school wide initiative to promote respect will increase better understanding of what respect means in reference to themselves and other people, and lessen inter-personal conflict.
