• Choosing less rigorous courses may limit the student’s chance of receiving a Bright Futures Scholarship and other 
college funding support.  

• Each student enrolled in an AP course must make a committed effort to pass the AP exam.  

• If a student violates AP guidelines with regard to examination instructions and/or procedures, the student will be 
dismissed from the exam and the fee will be reported as an obligation.  

• If a student does not take the AP exam for the class in which he/she is enrolled, the course grades will be calculated 
based on five quality points, rather than six for class ranking; and the fee for the examination will be reported as an 
obligation.
