2. Title 1: 

a. School Parent Compact.

i. This is a document that is updated annually with the input of parents, teachers and stakeholders. 

ii. Changes made will include parents AND students signatures along with the school representative. 

iii. In order to comply, there needs to be 65 % of the compacts turned back in to the Title 1 Liaison.

iv. One of the concerns was about attendance and can this language be placed in the compact.  There seems to be an increasing number of absences and tardies. Is there a way to make the parents aware of their responsibilities and this impacts the child’s education?  
v. The parent indicated that at times the child can not control their absences / tardies and therefore should not be penalized.  

vi. Mr. Bullock explained the B-TIP process.  The students with excessive unexcused absences and unexcused tardies grades are being impacted.  On the other hand, there are special considerations for things such as homelessness, DCF involvement and if a parent can produce documentation for the absences.   

vii. The committee voted with the input of parents, teachers and community stakeholders to leave the School Parent Compact as is.  
b. The School- Level Parent and Family Engagement Plan 

i. This plan with the input and approval of parents, teachers and community stakeholders review and approve how Title 1 Funds are allocated and spent at the school level.  

ii. Suggestions include the creation of a Parent Resource Center.  This Center which was listed as a want on the parent interest survey will be housed on campus.  It will contain the following :

1. Office with a computer and internet access.

2. Volunteers to assist parents 

3. Services such as Income Tax / Financial planners to come on campus and assist parents. (These persons will go through our STAR screening process.)

4. Information and brochures about community initiatives and programs. 
iii. The School – Level Parent and Family Engagement Plan was approved for continued funding from parents, teachers and community stakeholders.  

c. Parent involvement 

i. Ms. Defoe brought up Parent Involvement.  The committee brainstormed ways to being parents in for meeting and events.  

1. Altering and changing the times of the meetings.  Perhaps 2-3 times a year have a meeting in the morning.  Mr. Eligon expressed that the time that we currently meet is a result of parent input and feedback about scheduling. 
2. Announcing that there will be dinner or food is a good way to bring out parents. 

3. Perhaps offering incentives and gift cards would assist. 

4. Reminding parents of meetings via text or phone calls would also be helpful. 

5. Having SAC meetings on Teacher Planning Days. 
6. Having a call-in number for participants that may not be able to make it.  

3. Principal’s Report 

a. The new Threat Assessment policy was explained to the committee.  Points included: 

i. There are 3 different levels.  Low, Medium and High threats. 

ii. Police involvement is monitory.  SRU can not be used to assess the threat. 
iii. The report will be part of their police record once reported. 

iv. Any threat of violence with or without a weapon must be reported and assessed.

v. An assembly to discuss this policy will be Thursday February 28, 2019 with the students. 

vi. After an incident that happened at the school, the media contacted Mr. Bullock.  
b. The Single Point entry construction for Walker is well underway at the front of the school. 

c. 9 New state of the Art Cameras have been installed at Walker.  At this point, Walker has 4 cameras with facial recognition.  

d. On Tuesday March 5, 2019, the School Board of Broward County will be voting to terminate Mr. Runcie.  This stems from the incident at Stoneman Douglas High School.  

e. The Caliber Awards were February 21, 2019.  Mr. Bullock won as Principal of the Year for Broward County 2018- 2019.  “You don’t get this type of award by accident.  You get this type of award by having great employees and the support of a great family.”
