3. 21st Century 

a. Nicky Watkins Presented 

b. Restated the goals of 21st Century:

i. Increase Academics

ii. Enhance Enrichment 

iii. Increase Family Involvement

c. Parent Information Packet was passed out for review.  It contained such items such as updated schedules, Days of Operation, Attendance/ Dismissal policy, and Adult Family Members calendar of events. 

d. The program will be monitoring or tracking the student’s grades.  For those students who need improvement, a weekly performance teacher feedback form will be utilized.  This will be implemented after the first interim report.

b. Through hard work and dedication of the staff we are a “C” school and are striving to be an “A”. 
i. In order to reach our goals, we need 73 points to reach a “B” and 129 points to reach an “A”. 

ii. Progress Monitoring from the first day. 

iii. Bottom Quartile small groups and programs. 
c. The Referendum passed which is great news.  A large portion of that will go to safety and security in the schools.  

i. Each school will have an SRO or Municipal Police Officer

ii. We currently have police officers who rotate throughout the day. 

iii. There is also a Campus Monitor. 
iv. The gates will now have set times to be open to the outside.

3. 1:30 -PM Open and monitored. 

v. Parents or outside persons will need to call the front office for the gates to be opened outside of those times.  

vi. It was explained that all schools with gates MUST be locked or monitored at all times while there are students on campus.

1. Health And Human Sexuality.  A parent was concerned about the information and the curriculum to be taught to her child.  The response is that this is a scripted program given to trained teachers and staff geared toward the age group.  The items and information is grade/ age appropriate. 
2. There was a concern or question regarding the wearing of student ID badges on campus and if the loss of the badge warrants discipline.  (The question was in reference to a middle school student.) Mr. Bullock explained that with the new safety regulations, it is policy for all students, teachers and staff to have a BCPS ID badge.  The discipline portion is up to the school administration.
