1. Administrative (Terri Bucolo):

i. Re-registration – We are still working to get paperwork from all K-4 students. Families that have not submitted paperwork will not be on a class list until the paperwork is received.
j. We went to a budget meeting this week and the budget is very tight. The budget is a projection based on student enrollment. If we get a few more students, we get more money. If we lose students, we get less money and may have to reduce staff. We will try to ensure that specials get to keep their classroom as long as we do not go over the 500 student mark.

a. We are continuing drills, today we had a code red drill.
b. The project to replace the air conditioning units and repair roofs will begin this summer. This will be a major project with cranes, tar, trucks. Due to this, work will occur when students are not on campus (summer/winter breaks, weekends).
