   Suzie Hicks    motions to approve the minutes of Thursday, November 15th, 2018 Motion approved.  
Old Business:  A+ Monies
1. Option A: 10% of the total amount received shall be given to the school and disbursed at the discretion of SAC.  The remaining 90% of the monies will be divided equally among Harbordale Elementary's staff who were employed during the 2017-2018 school year for a minimum of 90 school days.  11 votes
2. Option B: 100% of the monies will be divided equally among Harbordale Elementary's staff who were employed during the 2017-2018 school year for a minimum of 90 school days.  35 votes
3. Option C: None of the above 2 votes
New Business:  SMART BOND

1. $100,000 School choice enhancement bond. Projects are chosen with collaboration between principal, staff, and SAC community members.
2. A vote will be conducted between 2 options. The two options must be differentiated between $15,000.
3. Some examples: marquee, updates to playground, radios, poster-makers, laminators, etc.

8. Guidance (Vicky Bureau):

a. NAEP - 40 4th Grade Students were randomly selected for a statistical assessment

b. WIDA testing – about 40 ESOL students will be tested to see improvements that have been made.

c. Zones of Regulation – We are continuously practicing this program. 

d. Kids of Character – Students are being recognized for demonstrating different character traits each month.
