Welcome/Call to Order

· Ms. Tynes   welcomed attendees and called the meeting to order at 7:35 am   
SPE Highlights:

· 1st and 2nd grade Book Report in a box – these were displayed for guests.
Principal’s Report:

· The first round of FSA testing occurred last week. Third grade students took the ELA/reading test.  Promotion to 4th grade will be dependent on the scoring Level 2 or higher.  State law states that Level 1 students will be retained unless they meet the requirements for the alternative assessments. Scores are due back at the end of May.  

· Students in 4th and 5th grade took the Writing portion of the ELA test.  The writing score will be combined with the reading for the students are combined for the final score. 
· 1st and 2nd grade students will also participate in an End of Year assessment in May.   Scores determine promotion. This week we are field testing the primary assessment on computers, the actual test in May will be paper based. 
· This is an extremely busy time of the year as we are - Closing out the year with testing, budgets and planning for the next school year and summer school.
· The budget for 2019-2020 is expected to be released next week. We have been told to anticipate a tight budget.  Funding for The Campus monitor position may not be included.  If the money is not in the budget we will not have a campus monitor
· April 25 Blanche Ely Zone showcase for all schools in the zone. Each school will be doing a performance. Ms. Fleming is coordinating 

School Improvement Plan (SIP)

· SAM survey (Self-Assessment of Multi-Tiered System of Supports) - Due May 10, 2019 For MTSS for RTI team survey based on leadership, communication collaboration, 3 tier implementation, 
· SPBP (School-wide Positive Behavior Plan) – a committee has been formed to develop the plan
· eProve survey Parent Surveys completion is low. We have a goal of 45 parents. We are sending out parent link text messages and reminders.  Laptops have also been set up in the front office for parents to use. 
· FSA Testing resumes May 1st.  FSA ELA 4th and 5th grade May 1-2. Science for 5th grade May 3 & 6th; FSA Math Grades 3-5, May 7 & 8.

· FSA Camps for Reading and Math are still going.  Camp will end on April 25th.  Student participation has been very good. 

· Push-ins are on-going and will continue through May. 
Title 1 

· The Title 1 Budget was released and submitted back to the district.   The school received $2847 for Parent Involvement and $25,245 for Supplemental activities.  Monies were allocated to pay for the activities discussed at the March meeting.  
· Parent Family Engagement Plan was reviewed and development of the 2019/2020 plan started.  The results from the Title 1 parent survey were shared and used to assist in developing the new plan.

· Parents were asked for suggestions on improving participation rates. It was suggested that proving food may help. We will continue to offer incentives such as student performances, raffle prizes and drawings for gift cards at events to attract parent participation.  

· The School-Parent Compact was given to parents to review and to assist in developing the 2019/2020 School Compact.  Parents and participants were asked if/what revisions they felt were need.  Everyone was satisfied with the Compact as is.  The 2019/2020 School Compact will be finalized as is.  The Compact will be sent home with students in August at the beginning of the next school year.
