Minutes

Welcome/ Call to Order:

· Ms. Tynes called the SAC meeting to order and welcomed guests

Principal Report: 

· Sanders park has been selected to be the summer school site this year.  We will host ESY (students with special needs) and Third Grade Reading Camp. We will receive students from 6 other elementary schools. 

· The FTE Membership (anticipated number of students) projections for next school year have been submitted.  We are projected to have the same amount of students for 2019-2020 as we did in 2018-2019. 

· The 2019-2020 budget is expected to be released after Spring Break. If the funding is available, we hope to have a campus monitor for the 2019-2020 school year. 

· Title 1 Budgets are expected to be released next week.  A “Blackboard Session” to review the details of the budget is scheduled for next week Monday. 

· We are still going through the process of interviewing outside providers to replace our current After School Program.  

· We have already met with YMCA and ASP. Both providers have shared that the current grant from Children’s Services Council (CSC) does not allow for the addition of schools until the 2020/2021 school year.  

· CSC provides the funding that allows the majority of students to participate for free and at a minimal cost.  We will continue to interview other programs.
· Our Debate Team participated in competition on March 6th.  We are really proud of the progress the students have shown.  Thank you to Ms. Young.

· Our Math and Science Night event will be held tonight.  We hope to have a great turnout. 

School Improvement Plan (SIP) Activities
· It’s time for the Annual Customer Survey.  The eProve Survey will be completed by staff, students (grades 3-5) and parents.  Information on accessing the survey will be sent home.
· The first round of FSA Testing will begin Tuesday after Spring Break.  Third grade students will the Reading test April 2 & 3.  Students in 4th and 5th grade will take the FSA Writing test on April 2nd. Results will be reported with the FSA Reading for an overall ELA score.  
· The remaining FSA Reading ( 4th & 5th), Science (5th) & Math (3rd – 5th) will be May 1st – 8th.  
· Students will take “mock” assessments this week.  Results will be used to make adjustments to instruction and student groups.  We continue the “all hands on deck”, focus.  
· Several 4th and 5th grade teachers have started a “Lunch and Learn” activity.  Students can eat lunch with the teacher while completing instructional activities.
· BPIE - self assessment on how inclusive we are with our ESE students

Fund Request - Safety Security
· A request was made by Ms. Nesbeth for funds from the accountability account to purchase a used golf cart.  The current cart is in need of repairs and the cost to repair is not worthwhile.  We received a quote for $2309 from Golf Cart USA.  The cart is needed to go back and forth to open and close the front gates.  
· Ms. Tynes made the nomination and it was approved by the attendees. 

Title 1

· Title 1 schools are scheduled to receive the 2019/2020 Title 1 Budget next week.  The budget will include the Parent Involvement Allocation that is designated for parent events and the Extended Learning Opportunities (ELO).  

· We estimate that we will receive $2000-$3000 for parent involvement and $15,000-20,000 for ELO.  

· Ms. Nesbeth explained that the turnaround time is usually a few days and we need parent input and suggestions regarding the spending of the funds.  Ways to increase/improve parent attendance continues to be a focus. The following was shared for spending the funds.  Allocation will include, Parent Night Events, Communication Folders and Agendas, Monthly Parent Newsletter, materials & supplies for parent events.  Funds will automatically be allocated for 3 parents to attend the Annual Parent Seminar. 
· No additional suggestions were made and specific $$ amounts will be based upon the allocation. 

· Results of the Annual Title 1 Parent Survey were received and the results will be used to develop the 2019/2020 Parent and Family Engagement Plan.
