5. SAF update-Mrs. Provost

· SMART bond update-projects are going well. There are rising construction costs. Single point entry is priority and the goal is for all schools to have some level of single point entry.

6. Q&A
· Parents were concerned about school safety and what steps the school has taken to ensure the safety of the students and staff members. 
· The parents’ concerns came about as a result of recent events such as the bomb threats written on the bathroom stalls in the girls’ bathrooms, the student who brought in the gun, the student who wrote the manifesto threatening the school, and the rising incidences of fights within the school. 
· Resolutions/Answers- The campus is now locked with one single point entry through the parent loop by the football stadium. All students must sign in through Student Affairs and enter through the main office once school has begun. 
· Extra Security was hired to monitor hallways and campus.
· The school is still using security to escort students to the restrooms and other areas of campus. 
· The Coral Springs Commission has voted to speed up the process to create a single point entry at Coral Springs High through the use of SMART bond money.
· Admin and teachers have asked students to be more vigilant and report any possible concerns to school safety immediately. 
· Additional questions/concerns by parents stressed if students will be required to wear ID’s and the lack of transparency. Parents would desire more info in a timelier manner. The school will make sure ParentLink messages are sent out as quickly as possible to inform parents of any situations concerning school safety. 
· Parents were notified that consequences for fights or other incidents are determined by the Discipline Matrix mandated by the County. Administrators have to oblige by the matrix in issuing out consequences.
· The emphasis at the end of the meeting was for all stakeholders to help change the mentality at the school. There are many positive things happening at the school and we should not dwell on the negative. Parents were receptive in volunteering to help the school in any manner to improve the mentality and ensure school safety for all students.
