IV. Intern Principal’s Report – Dr. Osgood included her report with the Principal’s Report.

IX. Title I Report – Mr. Apodaca shared that parents will be notified through Four Week Parent Notification letter IF their child has been assigned to the state’s Highly Qualified criteria, or has been taught for 4 consecutive weeks or more, by a teacher who does not meet applicable state certification or licensing requirements.  All teachers at PPE have met this requirement.
X. Equity Access Report – Mr. Apodaca reviewed the Equity Access Plan with teachers pledging to implement the plan with an equity lens.  Pledges/Signatures were attained to include the establishment of PPE's Equity Focus Group that will meet quarterly.  During our ELA committee meeting, our Student Success Plan strategies were updated to promote culturally responsive teaching that provides for culture-specific subject matter and positive role models emphasizing respect and admiration for diverse student's own culture.  Both our media specialist and music specials teacher have assisted in celebrating our diverse population. There will be a parent training during our ELA Barnes and Noble Night.  New books are being added to the library to enhance the learning process.
XI. South Plantation Innovation Zone Report – Mr. Montefusco reported that his meeting is this Friday.  Social-Emotional Learning continues to be a district-wide focus.
XII. SAF Report – Mrs. Mulligan was unable to attend.  However, she reported that she attended the Central Area Advisory Council Meeting on September 13, 2018 at Fort Lauderdale High School. This meeting consisted of SAF training and team building exercises. The next Central Area Advisory Meeting is an evening meeting on October 11, 2018 at 7:00 pm. c. Ms. Cotilla asked about uniforms.  It will be added to next month’s agenda.
