III. Principal’s Report-Mrs. A. Lopez
a. “This is the season for Projection” Planning for next school year has begun. Membership projection needs to be laid out (how many students do I predict will be attending the school next year? Determined by number of 8th graders leaving /ESE/ESOL/ and school reports for an estimation of 6th graders coming in) Based on the projection number that we submit the budget for next school year will be released for us usually at the end of March for us review for the number. We are close to the same number of student projected to be enrolled as the number we had last year around 700 +/-. Over the entire district is expecting a decline (due to 2/14 parents looking into: charter/private school options.) so the fact that we have the same/close to the projected number as last year we are in a good position.
b. Security: We had our final new camera installed in the front of the building. (Fisheye camera)  The camera can see the entire perimeter of the front of the school and the front doors of the school. We also had the same cameras installed in the cafeteria and the sides o the school we also have (motion sensing cameras which learns the patterns of the school. (Anything out of the normal pattern we will be alerted.) We have also updated some of our cameras in the hallways. (Zoom and triangulated features). The School Board has passed the safer spaces and the emergency prevention policies. (Basically they speak to emergency codes which we continue to practice monthly district wide) Any one in the building can call a code RED (big change including including students). There will be district command centers opening up where the cameras will be monitored and they will have the ability to put on lock down if a threat is seen.  Safer Spaces- Deputy Seedig and I will be going room to room to identify the safe space for the student to hide during an emergency. The goal is to have all safer spaces Identified in each room by April. Quarterly checks of the safer spaces to ensure they are clear for use in the case of an emergency or a drill.
c.  Saturday School: It’s going well Mrs.Powell and Mr.Williams are doing a great Job getting the student in and excited about learning on a Saturday. ELO’s are also doing well and students are showing up for the extra help to reach their proficiency goals. 
d. Social studies: district officials were in the work with our civics team to revamp our civics because it was our weakest area school wide. We are developing anew plan to reinvent civics.
e. Social Media/Technology: Parent please monitors your childrens phones / social media platforms and the content they send and receive. Speak to them about what to do if they receive explicit video/images and legal ramifications that could apply and why they shouldn’t send inappropriate videos/photos.
f. Scheduling: season is here and during the month of March we will be looking into course selection for next school year.
g. Audit: As of today we are under our Property and inventory audit. Possibly into the following two weeks.
h.  Wonderful things: Black history program will be on Thursday. 7th Grade Dress for success will also be on Thursday. STEM competed for the first time on 2/23/19 and we placed in the top 10. Our Boys Volleyball was the district runner-ups in the county. Our girls flag football team became the undefeated district champions today.

SIP Goals: BSA Data Review: ELA – Increased by 23.2% we identified 17 schools that were similar to ours and the data from the BSA to FSA the differential came out to be 20% if that pattern holds to be true we will be looking at a 50% proficiency. Our SIP goal was 43% giving up that 5% increase goal that we set. We have positive improvement across out subject areas. EOC updates will be provided at the  next meeting in March.
