Old Business:  
Principal’s Report: 
1. A letter went out announcing that Mrs. Weiss Schnur will now be the principal of Heron Heights. New principal will be announced at the district meeting on December 18, 2018. Tuesday December 18th we will meet the new principal at the faculty meeting.

2. A flyer will be sent home for student multicultural celebration for a student’s only event held on December 14, 2019 during school the school day.
3. Field day the week before break. K-1 will be on December 17, grades 2-3 will be on December 18, and grades 4-5 December 19.

New Business:  How to Write Meeting Minutes

SMART School Choice Enhancement
· $100,000 to use for items in the school. We received an estimate list of the items SAC approved for further inquiry in the last meetings minutes.  

· Item 1: To update the front office with a glass around the counter, buzzer system, and other safety improvements would cost about $15,000.

· Motion to get more information from Officer Payne was made by Vonda Allen. Motion seconded by Nickie

· Approval was unanimous
· PTO is looking into donating a buzzer that will go on the front door and fish tank door. Responsibilities 
· New digital Marquee will cost $35,000. 

· Motion to remove from the list was made by Kennedy, Motion seconded by Da’attile 

· Approval was unanimous
· An outdoor schoolwide speaker system in the outdoor hallways will cost about $1,000 each. The school would need 22 speakers and an amplifier system for a total cost of $23,000. 

·  The principal will reach out to find out of the district will cover this cost. 

· Motion to move to the bottom of the priority list for SMART funds made by Kennedy. Motion seconded by Da’Atille.
· Approval was unanimous
· Student Chairs are $25 each. We are getting chairs donated to us from Heron Heights.
· Motion to remove chairs and desk from SMART Bond list made by Vonda Allen. Motion Seconded by Goldman.
· Approval was unanimous
· Flex Seating/other furnishing was discussed as an option to look into further pricing pending on the type of furniture that the staff would like in the classrooms. 
· Da’atille motion to not peruse flexible seating as an option. Motion seconded by Tritt.  

· Approval was unanimous
· New Computers would cost $239 each. We need to have further conversation as to how many computers we would like to purchase.
· Motion was made to continue to have on the list by Tritt, Motion was seconded by Goldman.

· Approval was unanimous 

· Purchasing new Recordex’s for classroom would cost about $7,000 each. Would need to have further conversation as to how many teachers would like one. 
· Motion to remove from the list was made by Da’atille. Motion was seconded by Carbonara.
· Approval was unanimous
· Mrs. Rosen spoke to a vendor about updating the playgrounds. The intermediate (grades 3-5) playground requires fixing from the district before a sunshade can be placed. The Primary playground would require two sunshades that would cost $27,500 and $45,000 give or take +/-15 %. 

· Motion to remove from list was made Da’atille. Motion seconded by Kennedy.
· Approval was unanimous 

· To resurface the primary playground contractors would have to remove the deep sand and dispose of the sand. There would be different layers required. This would cost approximately $75,000 for primary playground. This cost does not include the side grassy/sandy area of the primary playground.
· Motion to remove from list was made by Kennedy. Motion was seconded by Carbonara.
· 8 in favor, 2 opposed

· To have a blacktop half court (125 sq yrds. ) placed in the field by the Spanish portable would include1 hoop and backboard. The cost would be $12,000. All grades and PE would be able to use it. 

· Motion to look into getting two half courts was made by  Da’Atille. Motion was seconded by Kennedy.
