IV. A+ Recognition Fund Results 
· Ms. Nunez briefly discussed the award distribution of the 2017/18 school year and shared the results of the prior years.

· Proposal results were as follows:
· Option 1- 66 votes split 50/50 with all staff members. 
· Option 2- 48 votes $200 off the top for instructional teachers and split the remaining 50/50.
· Option 3- 3 votes for none of the above.
V. SAF – New Business November 14th District 2 Meeting

· I-Zone meetings are held quarterly (4 times a year – please check the website)
· Next IZone meeting will be held at Chapel Trail Elementary on December 7th at 8:15 a.m.
VI. SAF – Committee Reports: Broward County Public Schools (BCPS) in the News handout
· Document was handed out to all in attendance for chairperson’s report from the meeting held on November 14 at McArthur High School. 
· Harvest Drive: Schools are asked to really push for it next year, due to the families around our community that are in need and living out if their cars.

· End Talk—December 1st
· Homework issues: District is having conversation about possibly moving all the information into one location (Student Handbook, Code of Conduct, etc.). Trying to come up with an agreement and expectation for daily homework and make-up work.

· Parents are responsible to be knowledgeable regarding the classroom policy setup by the teacher. 

· It has been 4 years since the policy has been updated. 

· Pre-assigned homework is different than nightly homework (work assigned prior to absence).

· Technology issues are “hot” topics—posted in various areas. 
· Teachers have various requirements on how to submit online such as using a PDF, PowerPoint, excel file, canvas etc. Parents need to be aware of the requirements and guidelines. 

· Safe Haven: Security system/cameras have been updated from analog to digital—real time. 

· Intercom systems have been updated (everyone can hear no matter your location in the building).
· STMS is not eligible to receive a guardian, because we have an SRO through Pembroke Pines Police. 

· Broward County Library has FREE online tutoring till 11:59 p.m. each day—all grades—live tutoring. Login to the Broward County website and make yourself familiar with the other resources that are available. 

· FSA & EOC (20% of student’s grade)—high school students (seniors) are most impacted.  The results do not get back in time for the application deadlines. They are coming up with solution to help with that tight deadline. 

· District is having a mandatory “Stop the Bleeding” training for teachers. STMS teachers were trained at the beginning of the school year.
· Broward County School Choice Application window begins on December 1st to February 6. 2019. Schools set their numbers for how many students they can accept on Reassignment.  One school could have 20 openings and the other school could have 53 openings.  There are multiple windows that open as well, and the numbers can change. The district doesn’t look at the applications until the window close date, so everyone has the same chance if you submit on December 1 or on February 6th. 
V. Committee Reports

· Mrs. Rahim gave the report from IZone representative regarding “Reimaging Schools”, School Improvement Plan. 

· ESE Advisory-District Meeting: 

· Sensory processing disorder was a major topic. Difficulty for kids to process environmental, visual, hearing (sounds), touch –which can be considered as sensory overload.  Not a medical diagnosis so there are no IEP’s that are addressing this disorder. 

· EdConnect: Portal available for parents to review their child’s IEP’s.  It is supposed to go live January 7, 2019. The old portal had some security issues.  

· There is no meeting in December.  Next meeting will be held at Piper High School on January 16, 2019 from 6:30 p.m. – 9 p.m. There will be 60 vendors—FREE materials. Mrs. Bonsanti will place information on STMS website.
· ACE/EBD—Committee will be coming soon that specialize in different parts of ESE.

· This year’s STMS Resource Fair will be collaborated with the ESLS Department. 

· Parent Survey will be going out from the ESLS Department. This is for all students with an IEP and 504 plan. This will be rolled out by January.

· STMS – December is inclusion month and kick-off will take place on December 3rd through Best Buddies. They’re hosting Color Wars fundraiser.

· December 12th—Special Olympics at Cooper City High School with a Pep Rally.
VII. Principal’s Report
· Mental Health—Broward County did receive money to hire family counselors which doubled this department.  Most of the focus is with the High Schools and in the Parkland area.  Every zone has a family counselor, STMS has theirs at West Broward High School. 
· Teachers are being offered $120 up till May 2019 for Saturday training on Mental Health. 

· Peer Counselors helped to collect items for the Hurricane victims in Panama City. We received pictures of the students receiving those items.  We are trying to set up a video conference for them to communicate. 
· Fire Drills for the lunches were completed—thank you to PTSA for helping to assist.  That was a huge benefit to help clean up after each lunch.

· Code Red—active shooter drill was completed for this month—the video was shown to the students, staff, and SAC/SAF committee. 
· Safe Haven Report—waiting for that to come out. It will give the district report for safety, but it will also give information regarding each individual school. 

· Thank you to the PTSA for all your help with the basketball games: selling tickets, concession stands and crowd control.

· Harvest Drive was success—even though it may have declined a little. We realized that we started a little late this year.  We do exhaust our students with asking them to donate here and there for various activities: for example, 8th grade student who has cancer, hurricane and harvest drive. 

· Mrs. Smith’s TV production class--kids doing the morning announcements are on a TV promoter. It will be added to the website daily, so you can see the full announcements. Parents can be more involved in the daily dates, clubs, and school information. 
· Chess Club is going to sponsor a tournament for middle school kids. 

· Cheerleaders—getting involved with more sports.  They will be doing the pep rally and will be cheering on the elementary kids when they come to do their middle school visits.  Mr. Frazier will be sponsoring them to get new uniforms and attend the away games.
