b. PROPOSAL A 56 VOTES, PROPOSAL B 60 VOTES, PROPOSAL C 1 VOTE
c. Plan B: Total Award $136,389, 9.5% for benefits (per the District calculations) $ 11,947, Balance after benefits $124,443 

The balance remaining after benefits will be divided equally among all 2016-2017 staff (including instructional and non-instructional) 

Staff members will receive $124,443 / 118 = $1,054.60 (exact number of instructional and non-instructional employees and amount to be determined) 

Amount will be paid out to staff of 2016-2017 that worked 1 day more than half of their contract in the 2016-2017 school year. Staff that worked a percentage of fulltime will be paid an amount proportionate to their contract percentage. 

Amount remaining after instructional and non-instructional awards are paid will be returned to the school to be spent on supplies to benefit the entire school.
