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Student teachers, persons participating in a field experience pursuant to s. 1004.04(6) or s. 1004.85, and 
persons participating in a short-term experience as a teacher assistant pursuant to s. 1004.04(10) in any 
district school system, lab school, or charter school must, upon engagement to provide services, undergo 
background screening.  An applicant will be considered ineligible if they have been arrested for and are 
awaiting final disposition of, have been found guilty of (convicted**), regardless of adjudication, or 
entered a plea of nolo contendere or guilty to, or have been adjudicated delinquent and the record has not 
been sealed or expunged for, any offense prohibited under any of the following provisions of state law or 
similar law of another jurisdiction. (This list is not intended to be a complete list of all disqualifying 
offenses.) 
 
**Convicted has the same meaning as in Florida Statute 943.0435.  Specifically,  “convicted” means there has been a determination 
of guilt as a result of a trial or the entry of a plea of guilty or nolo contendere, regardless of whether adjudication is withheld, and 
includes an adjudication of delinquency of a juvenile.  Conviction of a similar offense includes, but is not limited to, a conviction by a 
federal or military tribunal, including courts-martial conducted by the Armed Forces of the United States, and includes a conviction or 
entry of a plea of guilty or nolo contendere resulting in a sanction in any state of the United States or other jurisdiction. A sanction 
includes, but is not limited to, a fine, probation, community control, parole, conditional release, control release, or incarceration in a 
state prison, federal prison, private correctional facility, or local detention facility.

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An applicant’s eligibility will be determined, after a thorough review, if they have been arrested for and 
are awaiting final disposition of, have been found guilty of (convicted**), regardless of adjudication, or 
entered a plea of nolo contendere or guilty to, or have been adjudicated delinquent and the record has not 
been sealed or expunged for, any offense prohibited under any of the following provisions of state law or 
similar law of another jurisdiction. (This list is not intended to be a complete list of all disqualifying 
offenses.) 
 

• Arrest without violence 
• Disorderly conduct 
• Driving under the influence (DUI) – three (3) or more incidents 
• Extortion 
• Forgery/repeated insufficient funds check-writing 
• Identity theft 
• Loitering 
• Misdemeanor drug or paraphernalia (consider most recent of offense) 
• Petty theft 
• Trespassing  
• Unemployment fraud 
• Welfare fraud 
• Currently on probation or has a case pending with the Florida Department of Education and/or any
